The sharp criticism in the anti-Soviet wave seems to begin to alleviate a little bit. There are
two main reasons:

1. The firm and decisive position of the Soviet government has finally convinced the British
government that, no matter how much Mannerheim and Co. make noise, the question of
Finland is essentially resolved. What is the point for the British [government] in this case in
vain to wave their fists and, not being able to "save" Finland, only further spoil its relations
with the USSR? Of course, it will send weapons, airplanes, etc. to Finland (although not in
very large quantities), but perhaps it will not want to bring the matter to an open gap.

2. The Geneva farce of the "anti-Comintern bloc" made a rather strong impression on many
"leftists", and they begin to scratch their heads. In addition, of course, newspapers cannot
sustain a three-week's "sensation." They have to look for something for the new issues.
Unless something unexpected happens, the current wave will gradually die away. However, it
would be a big mistake to think that Anglo-Soviet relations after that would return at least to
the - not very satisfactory - level at which they were in October - November. On the contrary,
my general impression is that if in the near future no new factors enter the game (from the
English or ours, or from both sides), then we facing a period of further deterioration in these
relations, possibly even a break .

Neuvostovastaisen aallon terdva kritiikki ndyttaa alkavan hieman lieventya. Siihen on kaksi
paaasiallista syyta:

1. Neuvostohallituksen tiukka ja paattavainen politiikka on lopulta vakuuttanut
brittihallituksen siita, ettd pitavat Mannerheim ja kumppanit kuinka paljon melua tahansa,
Suomen kysymys on tosiasiallisesti ratkaistu. Mita syyta brittihallituksella on tassa
tapauksessa turhaan heilutella nyrkkejaan pystymatta “pelastamaan” Suomea vain
pilatakseen jatkossa suhteensa SNTL:3an. Se tietysti Iahettaa aseita, lentokoneita jne
Suomeen (vaikka ei kovin suuria maaria), mutta se ei mahdollisesti halua saattaa asiaa
avoimeksi valirikoksi.

2. Geneven "Kominternin vastaisen blokin” farssilla oli melko vahva vaikutus moneen
"vasemmistolaiseen” ja he alkoivat raapia korvallistaan. Tietysti lisdksi sanomalehdet eivat
voi yllapitaa kolmen viikon “sensaatiota”. Niiden on I6ydettava jotakin uusiin numeroihinsa.
Jollei mitdan todella yllattavaa tapahdu, nykyinen aalto kuivuu asteettain pois. Olisi kuitenkin
suuri virhe odottaa, etta Englannin ja Neuvostoliiton suhteet palaisivat sille — ei kyllakaan
tyydyttavalle — tasolle, jolla ne olivat loka-marraskuussa. Pdinvastoin, vaikutelmani on, etta
jos mitdan uusia tekijoita ei tule peliin mukaan (Englannin tai meidan, tai molempien
puolelta), meitd on vastassa nadiden suhteiden edelleen huonontuminen, ehkapa jopa
katkeaminen.
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
