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Report concerning an open letter from A. Tuominen to G. Dimitrov

Previously 16 June 1940.
Stockholm

"To the General Secretary of the Communist International, Georgi Dimitrov.

As a candidate member of the Executive Committee and of the Presidium of the Executive
Committee of the Comintern and as Secretary of the Communist Party of Finland and member
of its Central Committee, | address you and through you the Executive Committee of the
Comintern with the following letter:

The Crime of the Soviet Leaders and the Comintern

| have long been critical of the policy of the Comintern, especially of the fact that its
leadership, as an obedient, weak-willed servant, has even approved such domestic and foreign
policy measures of the leaders of the Soviet Union that contradict the original programme of
the Comintern and the interests of the international proletariat. Until now, the expression of
my critical attitude has been my desire to gradually withdraw from political activity, which |
also wished to do because my health had been weak for a long time. But recent events,
especially the criminal attack of the Soviet Union on Finland and the injustices and cruelties
committed in c o nnection with this, to which you the leaders of the Comintern, have
already hastened to give your approval, compel me in the name of justice and truth to abandon
my silence and publicly move away from this policy and to declare my protest against it; at the
same time, | will renounce my candidacy for membership in the Executive Committee and the
Presidium of the Executive Committee of the Comintern™.

He goes on to say that "the attack on Finland was an offence against the self-
determination of peoples and the policy of peace, and against those principles which the
Soviet Union and the workers of the whole world had learnt and for which they had fought".

"Defending the aggression.™

Then T. tries to polemicise against the motivation given by the Soviet authorities for the
Red Army operation. He states that the artillery fire against the Soviet units in Mainila was not
the reason for the Red Army's offensive. The conquest of Finland was supposedly decided
much earlier.

You and some other Comintern secretaries knew, at least as early as 13 November, that
Finland would be attacked and it was decided to set up a "people's government".

Regarding the fact that Finland was anti-Soviet and a dangerous nest of war that needed to
be destroyed and that the Finnish government did not agree to the demands of the Soviet
Union, T. argues that the Finnish government would have been forced to accept these
demands if the Soviet government would have adopted calmer tactics. From the fact that the
Soviet Union "chose war", he takes the liberty of assuming that "the Soviet Union actually
sought war rather than peaceful acceptance of its demands, it wanted to show the world the
power and strength of the Red Army".

"The real attitude of Finland towards the Soviet Union.""
T. cannot deny that there were elements in Finland hostile to the Soviet Union who at a
convenient moment would have been ready to foment an anti-Soviet war in Finland. But the
majority of the Finnish people were not hostile to the Soviet people. He argues that if anyone



wanted to use this country for war against the Soviet Union, the Finnish people would rise up
against such adventurers and their war. He refers to the years 1918-22, when "the Finnish
people resolutely resisted all attempts to wage war against the USSR and to use Finnish
territory for intervention purposes”.

""Leninist national policy and Stalin."

T. tries to show here that although the possibilities of using Finland for intervention
purposes in 1918-22 were much greater than in the previous autumn, Lenin never raised the
question of an offensive against Finland: "Lenin had given Finland self-deter mina tion, he
respected it ..." But what happened on 30 November? Wasn't Finland's indepen dence then
violated and aggression carried out against the country, equally by the very motive that there
was a government hostile to the Soviet Union - and it was, after all, not as hostile as the
Svinhufvud government in 1917? Don't be surprised if there are a lot of people in the globe
right now, who ask, what actually forced the Soviet of People's Com missars to violate the
resolution adopted in 1917 under Lenin's leadership?"

"The war against the working people of Finland."

He goes on to accuse the Soviet government of no longer wanting to pursue Lenin's
national and peace policy, but "started a war against the people of Finland against workers
and peasants who make up the bulk of the Finnish army!"

And then, in order to "further cover up the criminal character of this war, a "people's
government” was conceived and created following Hitler's example. This "people's
government” asked the Red Army to liberate the people of Finland from the yoke of
capitalism, the Soviet government explained. But just as Hitler forgot to ask the peoples of
Austria, Czecho -Slovakia and Poland whether they wanted a liberator in the person of Hitler's
army, so the Soviet government forgot or arrogantly did not consider it necessary to ask its
own people of Finland, or at least that part of them on whose support they counted at the
beginning of the offensive, what was their opinion, whether they wanted such a "people's
government™ and the Red Army for their liberation. Then he says that not even the opinion of
the Communist Party of Finland was asked, and then T. cites one letter, allegedly from one of
the most central figures of the Communist movement in Finland, which says, among other
things:

"As strange as the offensive itself is the claim, that the Finnish Communist Party is
allegedly said to be supporting it. But it is not possible for anyone to speak on behalf of the
Finnish working class or even on behalf of the Communist Party of Finland. If in such an
important question one or two people make a decision without listening to the opinion of
others, then there is reason to assume that in the future affairs will be managed in the same
way. | do not want to take part in such a "people’s power".

In the next chapter, "The Free Will of the People,” T. argues, that because there was no
movement or uprising, "much of the credit goes to the Comintern Executive Committee and
the Communist Party of Finland, strange as it may seem. The Communist Party of Finland has
for 20 years been agitating the Finnish people telling that the Soviet Union is not an imperialist
country, that it will never, under any conditions, attack another country; that the Soviet Union
is the real and only enemy of Nazism and can never, under any conditions, enter into an
alliance with it", etc.

In the next chapter, T. repeats his assertion that the Soviet Union is the aggressor. He cites



the Soviet government's 1917 definition of an aggressor and says that this now applies to the
Soviet Union.

"Imperialist Forced Peace."

About the conclusion of peace between the Soviet Union and Finland, T. writes: "Firstly, it
was not a peace treaty of any kind, but a dictate. It is literally of the same class as the Treaty

of Versailles2 |t js a peace with appalling territorial conquests and military retributions. It
shows that the sole aim of the Soviet government was, after all, the conquest of Finnish
territory. [...] It would be the duty of the Comintern and its parties now to declare that the
Moscow peace is not a peace but a typical dictate of an imperialist aggressor, through which
more than 10 per cent of their land and national property has been plundered from the people
of Finland....

How does the Soviet government now try to motivate this forced peace? Mainly because it
is necessary for the safety of Leningrad. If the Soviet government had been satisfied with the
demands it had made in October-November, then it could still be understood and explained,
but that in order to ensure the safety of Leningrad it was necessary to plunder almost the
entire VVyborg province, many large industrial enterprises, the homes and lands of hundreds of
thousands of workers and peasants - this seems strange™...".

"Promises of the leaders of the USSR™

In this chapter, T. states that all the promises of the Soviet newspapers and the Soviet
radio during the war were empty phrases, which the majority of the Finnish working people
did not believe from the very beginning. "But there may be some among the working people of
Finland who really believed in these promises. What do you think they now think about
the credibility of the promises of the Soviet Government? What do you think they think of the
"people’s government™ set up by the Soviet leaders, which, after the fulfilment of its duties, has
been thrown aside as if it were a worn rag. What do you think of those peasants who have
been waiting for additional land, and from whom even a hundred scraps of land have now been
taken away.... Nor can the working people of Finland consider it a great victory for democracy
that the "plutocratic the government of the Social-Democrats and peasants was, through the
liberation struggle' of the Red Army, replaced by the present coalition government, in which
more bankers and big industrialists are seated than in any previous Finnish government".

""Joint activities of the USSR and Hitler."

T. goes on to explain that by its offensive on Finland the Soviet Union has almost embroiled
itself in an imperialist war.

"The Soviet Union and its peoples were saved from this catastrophe - not by Stalin's "wise
peace policy", but by the Finnish government, which did not want to let Allied troops in to the
country in order to protect the people of Finland from even greater suffering”.

He goes on to repeat that the fate of Finland and its people had been decided in connection
with the Soviet-German pact: "It was not the ‘people's government of Finland' but Hitler who
gave the Red Army the authorisation to march against Finland...". Even the best propaganda
cannot now change the fact that the Soviet government, having concluded an alliance with the
most criminal instigator of war, with imperialist Germany, has at the same time embarked on
the path of imperialist policy.



"The great majority of the working people throughout the world... considers the Soviet
Government complicit in the outbreak of the world war. It is a widespread  opinion among
the working people that without the Soviet Union-Germany pact and without the assistance of
the Soviet Union Germany would not have dared to attack Poland and start a terrible world
war.  The Soviet State can no longer be advertised anywhere as a champion of peace and
defender of the self-determination of peoples, or as an opponent of secret diplomacy, secret
treaties and Nazism".

""The Comintern endorses the disgraceful policy of the Soviet government"'

T. explains that he analysed the policy of the Soviet government in such detail because it is
also the policy of the Comintern. And if the Comintern wanted to be an organisation of the
workers of the world, "it would have to stand up resolutely against such a policy, which is
sharply opposed to the interests of the workers of the whole world...". From you, who at the

Leipzig Trial 3 gave an example of courageous speech, who analysed the essence and
character of Nazism, from you, who showed where even a mediocre support of Nazism leads,
the workers of Finland would have expected a different attitude in these difficult days. They
would have expected you to condemn Nazism, its allies and supporters* in the same way,
(Handwritten) as you did in Leipzig and also later in your numerous articles."”

T. further writes that it is difficult for him, "who has fought for the Soviet Union during
the entire existence of the USSR and personally sacrificed a lot to this cause, to write these
lines", etc.

"You are you aware that no selfish, personal motives have made me to write this letter
and take this point of view point of view. After all, I had prominent positions in the
communist movement and was offered even more prominent ones, with all the personal
benefits, but I must, in the name of justice and truth, abandon them. My motives come,
therefore, from conviction. | regret if I am going to be chased and persecuted for expressing
my point of view, or brand me as an agent of the capitalists and imperialists. The fact remains,
anyway, that my attitude towards them is still what has always been, and still is today, a path
of open, clear and unshakable struggle. It will also remain a fact that the liberation struggle of
the working class of Finland, the real liberation struggle, as well as the happiness and success
of the Finnish working class have always been the dearest cause in my life and are more so
today than ever before.

1 Apparently referring to the Decree on Peace on 25 October 1917.

2 The Treaty treaty of Versailles, which ended the First World War of 1914-1918, was signed
on 28 June 1919 by the United States, Great Britain, France, Italy on the one hand and
capitulated Germany on the other. The treaty contained the statute of the League of Nations,
Germany was obliged to demilitarise the Rhineland zone, cede the coal mines of the Saar basin
to France for 15 years until a plebiscite was held, Alsace-Lorraine was returned to French
possession. Germany undertook to recognise the independence of Austria, Czechoslovakia,
Poland, renounced her rights to the Memel region, to the city of Danzig (Gdansk) with its



district, recognised the independence of all territories that were part of the former Russian
Empire, renounced all its colonies and concessions in China, agreed to complete disarmament,
dissolution of the General Staff, and undertook to pay reparations. The Soviet leadership
consistently denounced the imperialist nature of this treaty.

3 The Leipzig trial was the trial of Bulgarian communists G. Dimitrov, B. Popov and V.
Tanev, accused by the Nazi authorities of burning the Reichstag in March 1933. The
courageous behaviour of Georgi Dimitrov and his comrades, the solidarity movement and the
absence of any evidence forced the court to acquit the defendants in December 1933.
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
